As shown above, the greatest fall in Gladstone Region jobs
was in wholesale trade with approximately 360 fewer jobs
in 2006 compared to five years earlier representing a
decline of 36%. Employmentin b oth agriculture, forestry &
fishing and communication services also declined in line

with the Queensland trend.

Employment self -sufficiency refers to the ratio of locally
provided jobs (i.e. jobs in the Gladstone Region) to the
number of employed residents living in the region. The
total number of jobs per industry is assessed against the
number of employed residents in each sector . The

Gladstone Region has arate of employment self -sufficiency
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of 90%. This implies that 90% of employed residents can

potentially live and work in the Gladstone R egion.

Only art and recreational services demonstrates a self -

(14%) and labourers (13%). Collectively, around 49% of
employed Gladstone residents work in these three

occupations compared to the Queensland average of 35%.
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The Gladstone Region has a relatively high resident income

profile compared to  Queensland as a whole . Around 26% of
individuals in the region had a weekly income in excess of
$1,000 compared to only 185% for Queensland.
Compared to the Queensland average, a higher proportion
(26%) of Gladstone residents earn $1,000 or more per
week compared to only 18.5 % for Queensland.
